TDP DVD AUDITION GUIDELINES

1. Students should present two pieces of contrasting styles

2. Students nominating as songwriters must include at least one original
composition on audition DVD, and if possible, include a CD of compositions.

3. Ensure that nomination forms and DVDs are submitted by Friday 19 March
2010.

4. Auditions must be recorded on a DVD format that will operate on individual
DVD players as well as computers.

5. Ensure that the quality of the video shows performers at their best, vocally.
6. Check that the recordings do play and have good quality sound.
7. AllDVDs must be clearly labeled (School, Student Name, Item Names)

8. A separate DVD and nomination form is required for each nominated
performer.

9. Each item duration must not exceed 3 - 4 minutes
