Lipooti Fakaako Fakata’u
Ngaahi Fehu’i ‘oku Fa’a ‘Eké

Ko e hā ‘a e Lipooti Fakaako Fakata’u?
Ko e Lipooti Fakaako Fakata’ú ko ha lēkooti ia ‘o e ngāue ki hono vakai’i pē ‘e he ‘apiakó ia.  ‘Oku fai fakata’u pea ko e konga 
ia ‘o e siakale ngāue hokohoko ‘o e palani fakaakó mo hono vakai’i´.

‘Oku ‘oatu ‘e he Lipooti fakaako Fakata’ú ha fakamatala ki he komiuniti´ fakaakó fekau’aki mo e fakahoko-ngāue ‘a e ‘apiakó 
‘i he ngaahi polokalama tesi fakafonuá mo fakasiteiti´. ‘Oku ne toe ‘oatu foki mo ha fakamatala fekau’aki mo e tūkunga ‘oku 
totonu ke ngāue’aki ‘a e fakamatala ko iá.

‘Oku meimei fe’unga nai mo e ngaahi ‘apiako  mo e ngaahi senitā fakaako ‘e 2250 ‘oku nau fa’u  ha Lipooti Fakaako Fakata’u 
‘o fakatatau ki he ngaahi tu’utu’uni kuo fokotu’u ‘e he NSW Department of Education and Training (DET), Va’a Taliui 
Faka’apiakó mo e Me’afua Fakaakó (Educational Measurement and School Accountability Directorate).

Ko e hā ‘a e taumu’a ‘o e ngaahi Lipooti Fakaako Fakata’ú?
Ko e Lipooti Fakaako Fakata’ú ko ha konga mahu’inga ia ‘o e ngaahi fiema’u faka-taliui ‘a e ‘apiakó ki he’ene ngaahi mātu’á 
mo e komiunitii´, ki he NSW Department of Education and Training (DET) pea ki he Potungāue Ako, Ngāue mo e Ngaahi Vā 
Faka-ngāue’anga (Department of Education, Employment and Workplace Relations) (DEEWR) ‘a e Pule’anga Kominiueli´.

Ko e hā ‘a e ngaahi fiema’u faka-lipooti kuo tu’utu’uni ki he ngaahi Lipooti Fakaako 
Fakata’ú?
Ko e ngaahi ‘elemēniti  tu’utu’uni  ko ia ‘oku fiema’u  ai e ngaahi ‘apiakó ke nau lipooti´ ‘oku kau ai ‘a e ngaahi me’a ni: 

•	 fakamatala puipuitu’a ‘o e kau ngāué mo e toko taha akó

•	 fakahoko-ngāue ‘a e toko taha akó

•	 ko hono vakai’i pē  ‘e he ‘apiakó ia

•	 ko e ngaahi tāketi ke fakalakalaka.

Ko hai ‘oku ne fatongia’aki hono fa’u ‘o e ngaahi Lipooti Fakaako Fakata’ú?
‘Oku fa’u ‘a e Lipooti Fakaako Fakata’ú ‘e he kōmiti ko ia ‘a e ’apiakó ki hono vakai’i pē ‘e ia iá. ‘Oku kau ki he kōmiti ni ‘a e kau 
fakafofonga ‘o e komiunitii´ mo e mātu’á, kau faiakó mo e kau mēmipa ‘o e kau pule ngāué ‘o tataki ‘e he Puleakó.

‘Oku fiema’u kātoa nai ‘a e ngaahi ‘apiakó ke nau fa’u ha Lipooti Fakaako Fakata’u?
‘Io. Na’e fiema’u ‘a e ngaahi ‘apiako kotoa ‘a e pule’anga NSW ke nau fa’u ha Lipooti Fakaako Fakata’u talu mei he 1997.

Ko e hā nai ‘a e fakamatala te u lava ‘o ‘amanaki ke lau ‘i ha Lipooti Fakaako Fakata’u?
‘Oku kau ‘i he Lipooti Fakaako Fakata’ú ha fakamatala fekau’aki mo e:

•	 fakamatala fakanounou ‘o e kau ngāué mo e toko taha akó

•	 �ngaahi ola ‘o e fakahoko-ngāue ‘a e toko taha akó ‘i he ngaahi tesi fakafonuá mo faka-siteiti´, fakatou’osi ‘i he tafa’aki 
faka-palaimeili´ (primary) mo e kolisi´ (secondary)

•	 lavame’a ‘a e toko taha akó ‘i he ngaahi ‘aati´ mo e sipoti´

•	 �fakamatala fekau’aki mo e ngaahi polokalama mahu’inga mo e ngaahi ngāue ko ia ‘oku ‘oatu ‘e he ngaahi ‘apiakó

•	 �ko hono vakai’i pē ‘e he ‘apiako ia ‘i he ngaahi fakahoko-ngāue mo e ngaahi fakalakalaka ko ia ‘oku nau a’usi honau 
ngaahi tāketi´; mo e

•	 ngaahi tāketi ke fakalakalaka ki he ta’u hoko mai´.
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What is a Like School Group (Like School Group) (LSG)? 

A Like School Group is a group of schools which are similar on the basis of two community factors including: 

• the average socio-economic status of the school community (the school socio-economic status is a 
measure which is calculated each school year to reflect changes in enrolment patterns) 

• geographical isolation. 

All primary, secondary and central schools have been allocated to one of nine Like School Groups, unless 
they are a selective school. An additional Like School Group has been established for selective schools. 

Schools may choose to report their performance in the Annual School Report relative to the performance of 
their Like School Group (LSG). 

Reporting performance in comparison with a Like School Group is not mandatory. Schools may choose to 
publish this information to show how their school performed in state-wide assessments compared to other 
schools from the same Like School Group. This can sometimes be more informative than comparing results 
with state averages. 

Are the reporting requirements for small schools the same as for large schools? 

For small schools or small student groups, the reporting of information must be consistent with privacy and 
personal information policies. Summary statistics or graphical representation of student performance must 
not be used for groups of less than 10 students in a course or subject. Where there are fewer than 10 
students, schools will report information with descriptive text only and give due consideration to ensuring the 
privacy of all students. 

What are the optional reporting requirements? 

Schools are given the option to include information relating to the recognition of outstanding student 
achievement in the arts, sport, citizenship and any other area relevant to their school. 

Summary information relating to other school programs offered may also be included such as student 
welfare, Information and Communication Technology, environmental education and programs for students 
with additional needs. 

When should I expect to receive a copy of the Annual School Report for my child’s 
school? 

Schools generally produce their Annual School Reports during terms 1 and 2 of the following year. It is a 
requirement that Annual School Reports are distributed by the 30th June each year. 

How can I obtain a copy of the Annual School Report for my child’s school? 

Schools will provide a hard copy report to each family with students in the school. Many schools elect to 
provide electronic access to the Annual School Report by placing the report on the school’s webpage.

Ko e hā ‘a e Kulupu ‘Apiako Faitatau (Like School Group) (LSG)?
Ko e Like School Group ko ha kulupu ia ‘o e ngaahi ‘apiako ‘oku nau faitatau ‘i he makatu’unga ‘o ha tu’unga fakakomiuniti´ 
‘e ua ‘oku kau ai ‘a e:

•	 �’avalisi ‘o e tu’unga fakasōsiale/faka’ikonōmika ‘o e komiuniti´ fakaakó (ko e tu’unga fakasōsiale/faka’ikonōmika 
fakaakó ko ha fua ia ‘oku fika’i ‘i he ta’u-ako taki taha ke tala ai ‘a e ngaahi liliu ‘i he ngaahi sīpinga lēsisita-huú)

•	 mavahe fakasiokālafi.

Kuo ‘osi vahe kotoa ‘a e ngaahi ‘apiako palaimeili´, kolisi´ mo e lotolotó  ki ha taha ‘o e ngaahi Like School Groups ‘e hiva, 
tukukehe ka ko ha ‘apiako filifili kinautlu. Kuo ‘osi fokotu’u mo ha Like School Group ma’ae ngaahi ‘apiako filifili´.

‘E ala fili ‘e he ngaahi ‘apiakó ke nau lipooti ‘enau fakahoko-ngāué ‘i he Lipooti Fakaako Fakata’ú ‘o fakafehoanaki mo e 
fakahoko-ngāue ‘enau Like School Group.

Ko e lipooti ko ia ‘o e fakahoko-ngāué ‘o fakafehoanaki mo ha Like School Group ‘oku ‘ikai ke tu’utu’uni pau. ‘E ala fili ‘e he 
ngaahi ‘apiakó ke nau pulusi ‘a e fakamatala ni ke faka’ali’ali ai ‘a e anga ‘o e fakahoko-ngāue honau ‘apiakó ‘i he ngaahi sivi 
faka-siteiti´ ‘o fakafehoanaki ki he ngaahi ‘apiako kehe mei he Like School Group pē ‘e taha. ‘E malava ‘i he taimi ‘e ni’ihi ke 
lahiange ‘a e fakamatala ‘oku ma’u heni´ ‘i hono fakafehoanaki ko ia ‘o e ngaahi ola mo e ngaahi ‘avalisi faka-siteiti´.

‘Oku tatau pē nai ‘a e ngaahi fiema’u fakalipooti ki he ngaahi ‘apiako iiki´ mo ia ki he  
ngaahi ‘apiako lalahi´?
Ki he ngaahi ‘apiako iiki´ pe ngaahi kulupu fānauako tokosi’i´, kuopau ke hu’ufataha ‘a e lipooti  ‘o e fakamatalá mo e ngaahi 
tu’utu’uni fekau’aki ko ia mo e tauhi ke fakapulipuli´ mo e fakamatala fakaefo’itangatá. Kuopau ke ‘oua na’a ngāue’aki ha 
ngaahi sitetisitika fakanounou pe kalafi fakafofonga ‘o e fakahoko-ngāue ‘a e toko taha akó  ki he ngaahi kulupu ko ia ‘oku 
tokosi’i hifo e fanauako ai´ ‘i he toko 10 ‘i ha koosi pe lēsoni. ‘O ka tokosi’i hifo e fānauakó ‘i he toko 10, ‘e lipooti leva ‘e he 
ngaahi ‘apiakó ‘a e fakamatalá ‘aki ha  fakamatala tohi ‘ata’atā pē pea fakakaukaua foki ke fakapapau’i ‘a e fakapulipuli ‘a e 
fānauakó kotoa.

Ko e hā ‘a e ngaahi founga kehe ke fili mei ai ‘i he ngaahi fiema’u fakalipooti´?
‘Oku ‘oatu ki he ngaahi ‘apiakó ‘a e faingamālie ke fakakau ha fakamatala fekau’aki mo hono fakatokanga’i ha lavame’a ‘a ha 
taha ako tu’ukimu’a ‘i he ngaahi ‘aati´, sipoti´, tangata’i-fonuá pea mo ha toe fa’ahinga tafa’aki ‘oku kau ki honau ‘apiakó.

‘E ala fakakau foki mo e fakamatala fakanounou fekau’aki mo e ngaahi polokalama fakaako kehe ‘oku ‘oatú hangē ko e 
lelei ‘a e toko taha akó, Fakamatala mo e Tekinolosia ki he Fetu’utaki´,  ako ki he ‘ātakai´ mo e ngaahi polokalama ma’ae 
fānauako ko ia ‘oku toe lahiange ‘enau ngaahi fiema’ú.

‘Oku totonu ke u ‘amanaki ke ma’u nai ‘a fē ha tatau ‘o e Lipooti Fakaako Fakata’u ‘a e 
‘apiako ‘eku tamá?
‘Oku fa’a fa’u ‘e he ngaahi ‘apiakó ‘enau ngaahi Lipooti Fakaako Fakata’ú lolotonga e teemi 1 mo e 2 ‘o e ta’u hono hokó. 
‘Oku fiema’u ke tufaki ‘a e ngaahi Lipooti Fakaako Fakata’ú  ‘o ‘osi ki he ‘aho 30 ‘o Sune ‘o e ta’u taki taha.

‘E lava fēfē nai ke u ma’u ha tatau ‘o e Lipooti Fakaako Fakata’u ‘a e ‘apiako ‘eku tama?
‘E ‘oatu ‘e he ngaahi ‘apiakó ha pepa ko e tatau ia ‘o e lipooti´ ki he fāmili taki taha ‘oku ‘i ai ‘enau fānauako ‘i he ‘apiakó. ‘Oku 
lahi ‘a e ngaahi ‘apiako ‘oku nau fili ke nau ‘oatu ha faingamālie faka’ilekitulōnika ki he Lipooti Fakaako Fakata’ú ‘aki hano 
fakahū ‘a e lipooti´ ki he  website ‘a e ‘apiakó. Kātaki ‘o fetu’utaki ki he ‘apiako ho’o tamá pe ko e Educational Measurement 
and School Accountability Directorate ‘i he  9707 6217 ki ha toe fakamatala ki he founga ‘e ma’u ai ha tatau.
